LUSH is a cosmetics company that provides its customers access to vegetarian and cruelty-free 

and high-quality handmade products. The company was created in 1995 by five co-founders: Mark 
Constantine, Mo Constantine, Rowena Bird, Helen Ambrosen, and Paul Greeves. Headquartered in the 
city of Poole, England, Lush currently operates in over 50 countries. They provide a wide range of 
products, from face masks, perfumes, bath products, and makeup. 

Since their founding, Lush has diverted paths from traditional production methods that made 
their competitors successful. Lush has committed to sustainably source all materials used in their 
products, hand making their items to ensure quality. Additionally, they abandoned and specifically 
curated their ‘naked’ products which are displayed and sold without unnecessary packaging. 

Lush is an established brand known for its sustainability efforts and innovation. Though peak 
sales and popularity for their bath bombs have passed, their current position and regard in the 
market is still respected and in great standing. 

Now more than ever, it’s less likely for the average shopper in the target demographic to 
leave their social media apps for purchases. The introduction of streamlined all-in-one social media 
apps such as TikTok and Instagram, now launching their shops, has made it easier than ever for 
overconsumption to occur with the quick rise and fall of new products as commissioned creators try 
to sell products to viewers. This leaves the question of how Lush can keep up with shift in the beauty 
market while not straying with their background of sustainable production and sales. 

Despite Lush refraining from adding their products to these shops as it would misalign them 
with their goals of “leaving the planet more Lush than we found it.” Regardless, a  simple search  
across these very platforms yields how well-received products are. A very impactful niche that is 
quick to sell products is the Scent/Hygiene community on TikTok. Influencers like Leah Kateb 
sharing her “ultimate vanilla routine” and other creators sharing their most complimented scents 
managed to sell out recommended products like Lush’s ‘Super Milk” hair detangler. With that said, 
Lush as an operation is not meant to continuously pump out a new viral sold out product. Scaling for 
product demand can be challenging enough considering the amount of labor and care poured into 
the creation of each product.

To resolve this gap, the best-fit solution is a comprehensive quiz for a scent routine. This 
means alongside their app launch; Lush would add a feature that allows customers to analyze their 
wants for a shower and perfume routine that would give them ideal results. Additionally, the Scent 
Sanctuary would provide in-person access to both the meaningful stories behind different scents 
while being allowed a more hands on experience during the holiday shopping to allow for more 
thoughtful and conscious consumption during gift-giving season.  Though Lush has many locations, 
not all are accessible to clients who don’t reside near a storefront. Descriptions can sometimes 
confuse clients; therefore, a quiz could lead them to unbiased product recommendations for what 
may truly fit their needs. If someone wants a long-lasting vanilla scent routine, the best way would be 
to purchase matching products, such as Sticky Dates Body Wash, Sticky Dates Body Lotion, and the 
Vanillary perfume. Though the quiz can become more extensive if it fits clients’ needs, it can grow to 
include the entire catalog of Lush products. Testing this sort of program can be ideal to adjust to 
trending beauty needs while remaining authentic by simply making finding products more accessible 
and their functions more available to customers.
